Chris Thomas King is the best selling blues artist of the 21st Century.  King has sold more than 10 million records, has 3 Gold and Platinum Awards, and is a multi Grammy Award Winner.

Chris Thomas King’s last studio album “Rise”, was inspired by the devastation of hurricane Katrina. Released by King’s own 21st Century Blues Records in 2006, the album quickly became one of iTunes’ best selling downloads around the world. Rise made its debut near the top of the Billboard blues chart, scoring #6 in United Kingdom, #2 in France, #2 in Australia, and #13 on Billboard.  “Baptized in Dirty Water” was nominated for “Song of the Year,” by the Handy Awards. The multi-talented multi-tasking King has been relatively successful running his own label, but he understands his limitations. He has sold millions more records when his music has been marketed by larger record companies.

King recorded the Oscar & Grammy winning score “Music from Ray” with Ray Charles and acted in the Oscar winning film with Jamie Foxx.  The album reached #17 on Billboard, and sold 1 million worldwide. “O Brother, Where Art Thou?” features Chris Thomas King at his purist as a musician. King also starred in the Oscar winning film.  The soundtrack reached #1 on Billboard, and sold 10 million worldwide. King’s original music was a major part of the successful album “Down from the Mountains”. The album was recorded live at the Ryman in Nashville, reached #22 on Billboard, and sold 1 million worldwide.  

As an in-demand Music Supervisor and Composer, Chris Thomas King’s Young Blues Rebel Music, (BMI) publishing company consistently places music in movies and television shows each year. Scoring and licensing is not only a steady income stream for the songwriter, but it’s great exposure for the gifted artist. 

King’s music is known to millions around the world including Africa and China. King said, “I love scoring and writing for pictures in my studio. I get to compose a variety of music for different projects. It helps me to continue to grow.” The artist is known to perform all the instruments himself if required. King has also voiced and scored two animated shorts for Scholastic. Most recently, “The True Story of the Big Bad Wolf” with Academy Award winner Paul Giamatti.
